Erom the house: drain cleaners, moth balls & crystals, hazardous cleaners, polishers, poisons, acids and bases,
electronics*(fax machines, copiers, VCR’s, DVD players, laptops, microwaves,telephones ,etc), fluorescent tubes, compact
fluorescents, rechargeable & button batteries, Monitors* TV’s*.
